Minutes: 
1.  Call the Town Board Meeting to order: Chair Brensike called the meeting of the Town of Caledonia to order at 7:00 pm. Supervisor Liz Miller, Supervisor Kevin O’Neill, Clerk Sandi Dexter and Treasurer Kara Paske present. Also in attendance: James and Debbie Zamzow, Matt Paske, Jill and Ethan Lenz and Jacob Goetz.
2. Approval of the agenda: Supervisor Miller made a motion to approve the agenda as written, Supervisory O’Neill seconded the motion. The motion carried. 
3. Review of previous monthly meeting minutes: Minutes from the April 22, 2024 Town Board Meeting were distributed to the board. Supervisor Miller moved to approve the minutes as submitted, Supervisor O’Neill seconded. No discussion. Motion carried. 
4. Questions from the Floor/Communications: 
d. Supervisor Miller attended a trash collecting seminar provided by the Columbia County Solid Waste Dept.  
d. Clerk Dexter made a request to purchase new township maps, which highlight wards and school districts, and provided a cost estimate. This item will be added to the June 12, 2024 Board Meeting agenda for approval. 
d. Chair Brensike gave an update regarding the EMS contract, costs, etc. The EMS contract: $90,000 settlement cost to all townships, in addition to contract amount owed. Attorney Miller is drafting contracts for the four townships who will use EMS services. 
d. Chair will attend a meeting on May 28, 2024 with Fire Chief Troy Haase and town chairs for Pacific, Lewiston and Fort Winnebago. 
5. Discussion and Consideration of Ordinance #2024-05 Town of Caledonia UDC Residential and Commercial Building Code: 
e. Required to bring forward to be in compliance. 
e. Ordinance will be in effect the day after it is published in the local newspaper and posted at the 3 official posting sites within the township. 
e. Supervisor O’Neill made a motion to adopt the ordinance, Supervisor Miller seconded the motion. Motion carried. 
6. Discussion of Public Acess Properties:
f. Supervisors Miller and O’Neill made site visits to the properties that contain public access to determine placement of public access signs.
f. Supervisor Miller made a motion to continue discussion at the June board meeting. Supervisor O’Neill seconded the motion. Motion carried. 

7. Road Repair and Maintenance Report:
a. Jill and Ethan Lenz addressed the board with concerns about continued erosion of gravel onto their property during heavy rains, particularly at the site of their cabin, which is located separately from their main residence.  Township began addressing the issue in 2023 with ditching. Recommendation from County is to mill existing blacktop over 2 feet of gravel. Cost estimate is $25,000.  Chair Brensike: The first step would be to review the road budget status. Supervisor O’Neill to contact the county and join engineers to conduct a more thorough review of the area's topography, road grade, additional properties in the area, etc. Supervisor O’Neill made a motion to table this issue until the board can review the road projects budget. Supervisor Miller seconded the motion. Motion carried. 
b. Citizen’s complaint received from property owner at N6765 Old River Rd.: Due to flooding across River Rd, a Waste Management driver was attempting to turn around in the property owner's driveway when said driver released a dumpster, which dropped and broke up the hard surface entirely. The damaged area is where gravel to lower Old River commences. Supervisor O’Neill contacted Columbia County Highway to request that gravel work be performed as part of the yearly grade and gravel work for Blackhawk Park. Yearly grade and gravel work postponed due to river levels. 
c. Cold patching on Krejchik Rd. completed on May 8th. Blount Road work will be completed after July 1st. 
8. Treasurer's Report: Treasurer Paske presented the monthly report. Supervisor Miller made a motion to approve the report, Supervisor O’Neill seconded the motion. Motion carried.   
9. Financial Report / Payment of Bills: Treasurer Paske presented the Treasurer’s Report. Supervisor Miller made a motion to approve the Treasurer’s Report as presented, Supervisor O’Neill seconded. Supervisor O’Neill made a motion to pay bills in the amount of $40,065.46. Supervisor Miller seconded. Motion carried. 
10. Adjournment: Supervisor Miller made a motion to adjourn, seconded by Supervisor O’Neill. Adjourned at 8:25pm.
